Rules and Regulations

The following is a list of rules and guidelines that have been set forth for the smooth operation of the Pacific Grove Parade of Lights. Although this parade is an evening of celebration and fun for all we want to insure the safety of all participants, volunteers and spectators. All participants MUST follow the rules and guidelines. If a participant does not adhere to any of these rules and guidelines, the entry will be removed from the parade line of march. Parade personnel will be stationed along the parade route.

LIGHTS ARE MAGIC. This is a night parade that will feature a lot of lights. We encourage all parade entries to have things that light somewhere on the entry.

NO THROWING OF FAVORS FROM THE PARADE ROUTE. This is EXREMELY DANGEROUS! This is a serious liability factor, one that could result in personal injury or property damage. 

NO PERSONS OR ARTICLES HANGING OVER THE SIDES OF FLOATS OR VEHICLES. This is EXTREMELY DANGEOUS! This is a serious liability factor that could result in personal injury. If a unit is in violation of this rule, it will be removed from the parade immediately.

NO SANTA COSTUMES. There is only one Santa Claus and Mrs. Claus in the parade. 

NO ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES. Alcoholic beverages are NOT allowed in the possession of any participant or in any vehicle. Participants consuming alcohol prior to or during the parade will be removed from the line of march.

FORWARD MOTION PARADE. The parade must continue in a forward motion, unless your unit is specifically notified to stop by a parade official. Any entry that stops to perform for the crowd will be penalized.

ENTRIES ARE BY INVITATION ONLY. Participants must be approved in writing to the parade staff to participate. No unit will be accepted into the parade on parade day. All entries participating were chosen on their uniqueness, appearance and entertainment value. Units must present themselves as such.

ENTRY APPEARANCE. All participants should appear in a uniform or costume. Staff or assistants accompanying staff must be properly attired. Any authorized vehicles accompanying the entry must be clean and decorated.

ENTRIES ABSENT ON PARADE DAY. If any accepted unit does not appear on parade day, without prior notification to the parade staff, they may not receive future invitations to participate in the parade.

EQUESTRIAN/ANIMAL UNITS.  Any rider or handler showing inability to control their animal will be removed from the parade. This is a safety precaution for the riders, handlers, parade participants and spectators. An adult must accompany children under the age of 12. 

FLOATS/VEHICES.  All decorated vehicles must carry a current dated 2A1BC fire extinguisher. No persons will be allowed to ride on the outside of a vehicle or over the edge of a float. Float riders must be secure on the float with handholds or chairs. All decorations must be non flammable. ALL vehicles must be properly registered and insured. Vehicles should be clean.

KEEP IN MIND. A representative of your organization has signed the original entry application understanding all parade ruled and guidelines presented.
